B. RESPONSIBLE OFFICIAL FINDINGS OF CONSISTENCY



The SEPA Responsible Official for the City of Puyallup hereby makes the following findings of
consistency based upon a review of the environmental checklist and attachments, other
information and studies on file for the project, and the policies, plans, and regulations designated
by the City of Puyallup as a basis for the exercise of substantive authority (see PMC 21.04), and
under the State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA) pursuant to the Revised Code of Washington
(RCW) 43.21C. The following findings of consistency apply to the project and may be referenced
in future (final) permit review notes and/or conditions: 



1. EARTH



i. Erosion control measures must be in place prior to any clearing, grading, or construction.
These control measures must be effective to prevent storm water runoff from carrying soil
and other pollutants into surface water or storm drains that lead to waters of the state.
Sand, silt, clay particles, and soil will damage aquatic habitat and are considered to be
pollutants that must be controlled with temporary erosion control measures, consistent with
Puyallup Municipal Code (PMC) 21.14, Clearing, Filling and Grading, in addition to any and
all permits required by other agencies. Any discharge of sediment-laden runoff or other
pollutants to waters of the state is in violation of Chapter 90.48 RCW, Water Pollution
Control, and WAC 173-201A, Water Quality Standards for Surface Waters of the State of
Washington, and is subject to enforcement action.



ii. Based on the project geotechnical report, where available, and a review of available
topography, LIDAR, mapped soils (NRCS) and geohazard area data (GIS), impacts to
geologic hazard areas have not been identified.



iii. Temporary erosion, sedimentation and construction dust control BMPs will be applied in
accordance with City of Puyallup city standard section 500 – Grading, Erosion and
Sedimentation Control and all engineering Best Management Practices (BMPs), in
accordance with City Engineer approval. 



2. AIR



i. Watering of exposed soils during construction to suppress dust will limit impacts to
ambient air quality resulting from the project improvements.



ii. Building exhaust systems will be equipped with appropriate emission controls, where
required by the Puget Sound Clean Air Agency and/or required by the Building Code
Official. 



iii. Construction activities and vehicles being driven to and from the city can be anticipated to
cause impacts on air quality and produce greenhouse gas emissions; no single point
source of emissions that requires specific analysis on air quality and known to be are
present as a result of the project. 



iv. No known sources of foul or offensive odors are anticipated as a result of the project.



3. WATER



i. Storm water runoff will be managed and treated in accordance with the currently city-
adopted version of the Department of Ecology Stormwater Design Manual (See PMC
21.10.040), all applicable city storm water standards, all applicable NPDES permit
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requirements, and BMPs/standard engineering practices in accordance with City Engineer
approval. 



ii. The applicant shall demonstrate, to the satisfaction of the City Engineer and/or designee,
that infiltration of on-site storm water is not feasible before being permitted to use
alternative design(s). Where permitted, alternative designs (e.g. collection into a storm
water pond and/or vault, retention/detention systems and treatment), shall adhere to all
applicable city storm water requirements in city standards, shall conform to all standard
engineering practices, and the applicable storm water manual design requirements as
administered and approved by the City Engineer and/or designee.   



iii. The project is located on a property, or adjacent to lands containing known wetlands,
streams, and/or other regulated aquatic resources. The project file contains a wetland
report and supporting application materials showing the extent of those known, regulated
critical areas and associated buffers. The project shall be reviewed in accordance with all
applicable critical area standards and requirements to ensure the project does not result in
significant adverse impacts to listed wetlands, streams, and/or other aquatic resources.
Special mitigation may be required, in accordance with local, state and federal authority,
and the applicant may be required to consult with local tribal governments.



iv. Where projects are shown on the city’s critical area maps as being within a critical aquifer
recharge area or wellhead protection zone, additional review of impacts to ground water
may be triggered, in accordance with standards in the city’s critical areas ordinance. 



v. Activities that do not cause degradation of groundwater or significantly impact the
recharge of ground water aquifer may be permitted in a critical aquifer recharge area;
provided, that the project complies with the city storm water management regulations and
other applicable local, state, and federal regulations. 



vi. All developments in the 100-year floodplain are required to meet the standards of PMC
21.07, flood control ordinance, and any other required stare and/or federal standards.
Applicants are encouraged to consult with FEMA region X regarding their project if located
in the regulated (100-year) floodplain.    



vii. Groundwater diversions, dewatering activities and/or construction-related ground water
withdrawals may occur as a part of this project due to presence of high/perched ground
water table/levels at the time of construction. However, any ground water diversions,
withdrawals, dewatering, or other forms of ground water management that occur during
site construction will be mitigated using engineering BMPs, as stipulated by the city
standards manual, NPDES permits, current Department of Ecology storm water manual
(in effect at the time of permitting), and standard engineering practices. 



4. PLANTS



i. The project will meet PMC 20.58 Landscaping Requirements, PMC 11.28 Street Trees,
and will be consistent with the city’s Vegetation Management Standards manual (PCD-5-
11). 



ii. Any significant or heritage designated trees are required to be retained on site, where
applicable. Trees and vegetation associated with critical areas, such as wetlands, steep
slopes, streams/rivers, or other aquatic resources, and trees important to the overall
function of adjacent or on site bird, fish and other terrestrial animals may be required to be
retained, where applicable. 



iii. All trees shall be maintained in a manner consistent with accepted pruning and care
standards as outlined in applicable ANSI A300 standards. 



5. ANIMALS
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i. No federally listed endangered species, state threatened species or habitat, or state
sensitive species are known to inhabit within the project boundaries. 



ii. The project is not near aquatic resources that support listed species of salmonids.



6. ENERGY AND NATURAL RESOURCES



i. The project will be compliant with the Washington State Energy code and all applicable
regulations in the latest edition of the applicable version of the Building Code, as adopted
by the city applicable to the project construction type.  



ii. The project is not anticipated to impact solar access for the subject property or adjacent
properties. 



iii. The project is anticipated to use various forms of energy, such as local electric power,
natural gas, solar, and is not anticipated or known to generate a need for power or energy
that would necessitate mitigation or specific service provisions not normally anticipated by
service providers. 



7. ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH



i. The property is a contaminated site that is on Ecology’s Confirmed and Suspected 
Contaminated Sites List, and is currently enrolled the Voluntary Cleanup Program (VCP) –
SW1273. The site is Microchip Technology Inc, Facility Site Identification (FSID) 
56763887. In addition, this property is within a quarter mile of another known or suspected 
contaminated site. The site is PSE Transformer at Walmart South Hill, FSID 12126.



ii. Hazardous substances, including Trichloroethene (TCE) and Petroleum Hydrocarbons are 
present at the site at concentrations likely to affect human health or the environment. 
Additional site cleanup is necessary under the Model Toxics Control Act as the nature and 
extent of hazardous substances released to the environment has not yet been adequately 
determined (WAC 173-340-350). A cleanup action has not yet been selected (WAC 173-
340-360) or implemented (WAC 173-340-400). Cleanup standards have not yet been 
determined (WAC 173-340-700). Based on TCE concentrations identified at this Site 
(1,270 micrograms per liter at monitoring well EXW-5; collected on 1/24/17 - applicable 
cleanup level is 5 micrograms per liter) Ecology is concerned about acute risk posed by 
TCE to female occupants or workers of child-bearing age at this location. Prior to 
commencing this project a vapor intrusion evaluation shall be completed per Ecology’s 
Vapor Intrusion (VI) Investigations and Short-term Trichloroethene (TCE) Toxicity 
Implementation Memorandum No. 22 
https://fortress.wa.gov/ecy/publications/documents/1809047.pdf to evaluate if there is an 
acute risk posed by TCE at this Site. 



iii. If greater than 250 cubic yards of inert, demolition, and/or wood waste is used as fill
material, a Solid Waste Handling permit may be required (WAC 173-350-990). It is the
responsibility of the applicant to check with the Tacoma Pierce County Health Department
for any permitting requirements that may be required.



iv. The project is not anticipated to contain increased or unusual risks related to fire hazards,
explosive materials, toxic chemical storage or manufacture, hazard waste spill risk. 



v. In addition to any required asbestos abatement procedures, the applicant should ensure
that any other potentially dangerous or hazardous materials present, such as PCB-
containing lamp ballasts, fluorescent lamps, and wall thermostats containing mercury are
removed prior to demolition. PCBs are increasingly being found in caulking and paint. It is
important that these materials and wastes are removed and appropriately managed prior to
demolition. It is equally important that demolition debris is also safely managed, especially
if it contains painted wood or concrete, treated wood, or other possibly dangerous

8. NOISE



i. No significant adverse environmental impacts related to noise are anticipated or known to
result due to the project. 



ii. Project construction noise shall be compliant with PMC 6.16 – Noise, including time
limitations on construction activities starting and stopping work activities for both weekdays
and weekends. Special conditions may apply to the project and additional noise mitigation
may be applied by the City Engineer or Code Compliance Department during construction. 



9. LAND USE, COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AND SHORELINE USE



i. The project is located in the B/IP and Business Park (MP) land use and zoning
designations and is generally consistent with the policies adopted in the Comprehensive
Plan, Shoreline Master Program, and all other plans, where applicable to the development
proposal, and shall be consistent with the zoning code regulations applicable to the project.



ii. The site development construction plans (civil, building, etc.) shall follow all applicable
codes in effect at the time of final construction permit submittal and shall conform to all
applicable conditions outlined in the “Final Development Review Team (DRT) letter”
available in the project case file.  



iii. The site is not presently being utilized for working forest or farmland and, as such, is not
converting forest farm, agricultural or other resource lands urban land uses not otherwise
contemplated in the city’s Comprehensive Plan. 



iv. All demolition work will be compliant with the city’s requirements for demolition approval
and will be required to notify the Puget Sound Clean Air Agency prior to demolition work
commencing. Asbestos surveys and any required abatement will be required during
demolition permitting/actions. 



v. The project contains the critical areas noted below. The project has been reviewed for
consistency with the city’s critical areas ordinance (PMC 21.06).

10. HOUSING



i. The project, once completed, will not result in the construction of a residential project.

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ii. The project will not adversely impact existing housing units or affect the development of
housing units in the general vicinity of the project area. 



11. AESTHETICS



i. The project will be consistent with the height limitation outlined in the applicable zone
district, as stipulated by the Puyallup Municipal Code (title 20, zoning). No view corridors
were identified to be impacted as a result of the project. 



12. LIGHT AND GLARE



i. Exterior lighting fixtures shall be shielded from above in such a manner that the bottom
edge of the shield shall be below the light source. Said lighting shall be shielded so that the
direct illumination shall be confined to the property boundaries of the light source. Ground-
mounted floodlighting or light projection above the horizontal plane is prohibited between
midnight and sunrise.



ii. Street lighting, in accordance with city standards, will be provided as a part of the project.



13. RECREATION



i. The project shall pay the adopted park impact fee (in the amount required by ordinance at
the time of adoption) for each residential unit upon issuance of a building permit for each
subject unit, per PMC 21.20.120.



ii. The project will not disrupt, displace or otherwise adversely impact any existing
recreational opportunities in the area. 



14. HISTORIC AND CULTURAL RESOURCES



i. In the event that suspected historic artifacts, cultural artifacts, or objects of suspected
archaeological value are discovered during site excavation, grading or other forms of site
development/construction, all work on site shall stop immediately. This applies to all
development activities that involve excavation regardless of exemption from permit
requirements outlined in PMC 21.14.190. 



ii. The property owner/developer shall notify the City, the State Department of Archaeology
and Historic Preservation (DAHP), the Puyallup Tribe of Indians, and the Muckleshoot
Indian Tribe of any such findings. In these cases, the property owner/developer shall be
required to provide for a site inspection and evaluation by a professional archaeologist or
historic preservation professional, as applicable, in coordination with the state and/or
affected tribes.



iii. The project applicant and/or contractor may be required to complete an Inadvertent
Discovery Plan (IDP), to the approval of the city, WA State Department of Archeology and
Historic Preservation and affected Tribal governments. The IDP shall be completed in a
form supplied by the Department and shall be completed prior to issuance of the civil
permit for the site.  



15. TRANSPORTATION



i. Staff has reviewed and approved the traffic impact analysis and adequacy of sight distance
in relation to the project. The project case file contains applicable reports; all reports
submitted shall be reviewed by the Traffic Engineer and City Engineer, for consistency with
the municipal code and city standards. In accordance with city policy, Traffic review staff
shall analyze vehicular impacts to surrounding intersections which will receive more than
25 PM peak hour vehicle trips for changes to the level of service standards and/or
operational impacts; special mitigation, proportionate with the project impacts, may apply to
the proposal.
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ii. The existing eastern most driveway on 39th Avenue SE will be required to limit turning
movements to right-in, right-out only. Signage, a raised channelization device, and striping
will likely be required to assure left turns into and out of the site cannot circumvent the
restriction. 



iii. Existing driveway location along 39th Ave SE does not meet current driveway separation
standards (300ft for Major Arterial Roadways). This separation requirement applies to
driveways located on both sides of the street. The required access restriction (right-
in/right-out) will help mitigate deficient driveway spacing standards. 



iv. Per PMC 21.20.130, the applicant is required to pay a traffic impact fee (in the amount
required by ordinance at the time of adoption) at the time of building permit issuance for the
subject project.



v. The project shall be compliant with all standards contained in PMC title 11, Streets and
Sidewalks, including roadway improvements, street trees and street lighting. 



vi. The project shall be compliant with the Comprehensive Plan Transportation Element and
implementing Active Transportation Plan. Right of way width to accommodate the future
addition of pedestrian and bicycle facilities.  



vii. The project shall comply with PMC 20.55 – off-street Parking Regulations.



16. PUBLIC SERVICES



i. The project shall comply with the applicable school impact fee, consistent with the currently
adopted fee amount at the time of building permit issuance, per PMC 21.20.140. 



ii. The project shall comply with the applicable parks impact fee, consistent with the currently
adopted fee amount at the time of building permit issuance, per PMC 21.20.140. 



17. UTILITIES
i. Domestic water will be provided by the water purveyor serving the site. The applicant shall



provide a water availability letter/documentation to ensure adequate water can be supplied
to the project. 



ii. Electricity, natural gas, refuse/recycling collection, internet and landline telephone service
is provided by private utilities; property owner and/or applicant to determine availability of
those private utilities to be provided on site. 



Issuance of this threshold determination does not constitute approval of the permit. This proposal will
be reviewed for compliance with all applicable City codes that regulate the applicable development
activities, including, but not limited to, the International Fire/Building/Residential Codes, City of
Puyallup Engineering Standards, Zoning Code, Surface Water Design Manual, Impact Fees, and the
Critical Areas Ordinance.



MITIGATED DETERMINATION OF NON-SIGNIFICANCE (MDNS)



The responsible official of the lead agency finds that the above-described proposal does not have a
probable significant adverse impact on the environment, provided the mitigation measures (attached)
are incorporated into the proposal and applied as conditions of permit issuance.

1. Transportation: Per PMC 21.04.210, The City of Puyallup designates the policies of the
Comprehensive Plan as the substantive authority basis for review of potential development related
to environmental impacts. Policies pertaining to the following mitigation measures are provided
below. 



a. 39th Ave SE Driveway: The existing driveway location along 39th Ave SE does not meet
current driveway separation standards (300ft for Major Arterial Roadways). This separation
requirement applies to driveways located on both sides of the street. To mitigate this
deficient driveway spacing the eastern-most driveway must be altered in order to create a
safer driving condition. The required access restriction (right-in/right-out) will help mitigate
deficient driveway spacing standards.



i. Policy: The Puyallup Comprehensive Plan Transportation Element outlines policies
related to traffic safety; specifically: 
T-21 make safety and personal security top priorities in planning and designing the
transportation system. 



ii. Mitigation:
1. The existing eastern-most driveway on 39th Avenue SE will be required to



limit turning movements to right-in, right-out only.
2. Signage, a raised channelization device, and striping will likely be required



to assure left turns into and out of the site cannot circumvent the restriction.



2. Environmental Health: Per PMC 21.04.210, The City of Puyallup designates the policies of the
Comprehensive Plan as the substantive authority basis for review of potential development related
to environmental impacts. Policies pertaining to the following mitigation measures are provided
below. 



a. Hazardous substances : Hazardous substances, including Trichloroethene (TCE) and 
Petroleum Hydrocarbons are present at the site at concentrations likely to affect human 
health or the environment. Additional site cleanup may be necessary under the Model 
Toxics Control Act as the nature and extent of hazardous substances released to the 
environment has not yet been adequately determined (WAC 173-340-350). A cleanup 
action has not yet been selected (WAC 173-340-360) or implemented (WAC 173-340-400).
Cleanup standards have not yet been determined (WAC 173-340-700). These measures 
will mitigate the environmental health impacts of hazardous substances present within the 
project limits (if found by testing).



i. Policy:  The Puyallup Comprehensive Plan Natural Environment Element outlines 
policies related to pollution; specifically:



NE-2 Lead and support efforts to protect and improve the natural environment, 
protect and preserve environmentally critical areas, minimize pollution, and reduce 
waste of energy and materials.
NE - 2.5 Cooperate with other local governments, state, federal and non-profit 
agencies, to protect and enhance the environment to foster sustainability. Encourage 
local stewardship efforts through citizen based initiatives to care for and restore the 
natural environment.
NE-5 Preserve and protect aquifer recharge and well-head protection zones from 
hazardous substances and land uses which could denigrate ground water quality.
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NE - 5.7 Support cleanup of contaminated sites within the city by ensuring that 
regulations and standards are performance based, do not duplicate state and federal 
requirements, and provide for expeditious approval where local review is required.



NE - 8.3 Protect and restore natural systems that underpin watershed health and 
hydrological integrity.
NE - 8.4 Work with regional agencies to monitor surface water quality and implement 
measures to identify and address any sources of contamination.



ii. Mitigation:
1. Based on TCE concentrations identified at this Site (1,270 micrograms per 



liter at monitoring well EXW-5; collected on 1/24/17 - applicable cleanup 
level is 5 micrograms per liter) Ecology is concerned about acute risk posed 
by TCE to female occupants or workers of child-bearing age at this location. 
Prior to commencing this project, a vapor intrusion evaluation shall be 
completed per Ecology’s Vapor Intrusion (VI) Investigations and Short-term 
Trichloroethene (TCE) Toxicity Implementation Memorandum No. 22 
https://fortress.wa.gov/ecy/publications/documents/1809047.pdf to evaluate 
if there is an acute risk posed by TCE at this Site. 



2. Testing shall be limited to the project site limits and the results shall be 
forwarded to Ecology and the City of Puyallup for review before the site 
construction permits will be approved. 



3. If testing does not reveal hazardous substances, including but not limited to 
those noted above, then no further action will be required in order for the 
construction of the parking lot to proceed. 



4. If testing reveals hazardous substances, then cleanup of contaminated 
medium within the project limits shall be completed before parking lot paving
is installed.

PROJECT OVERVIEW 



The South Hill Business & Technology Center Parking Expansion project proposes to expand their office park 
parking lot on roughly 10-acres undeveloped land in Puyallup, WA. The development includes clearing and 
grubbing, mass grading earthwork, paving roadway and parking circulation, storm drainage, landscaping, 
illumination, and pedestrian walkways to serve existing data centers and offices.  



The finished site will be approximately 70% impervious with 5.5-acres of paved surfaces and 2.75-acres of 
pervious landscaping and stormwater management facilities.  



The South Hill Business & Technology Center is generally located southeast Puyallup, WA located off SE 39th 
Avenue east of Bradley Lake and west of Pierce College. The parking expansion will occur on the eastern portion 
of the existing office park currently a mixture of gravel maintenance yard area and wooded slopes.  



EXISTING SITE CONDITIONS 



The Parking Expansion will occur in the east-central portion of the existing business park roughly 9.56-acres in 
size, which consists of a gravel maintenance yard area adjacent to the eastern building face and extends into an 
undeveloped wood area in the slopes extending away to the east. The maintenance yard is previously graded and 
relatively flat with increasing slopes stretching into the wooded area up to match an existing circulation road. The 
wooded area varies in steepness of slopes, but generally extends to the east with a few areas defined by flatter 
reliefs and ridges. The wooded area is densely covered in various cedar and fir trees, shrubs, and thickets of 
blackberry vines. Currently, 7.18-acres are pervious and 2.38 acres are composed of impervious surfaces. 



EXISTING SITE HYDROLOGY 



The existing site is primarily separated into the previously graded maintenance yard and the undeveloped 
wooded area.  



The maintenance yard composed of various gravel, asphalt, and concrete hard surfaces gradually slopes away 
from the eastern building face at slopes < 2.0% with storm drain inlets and structures through the area for runoff 
generated from these surfaces, which are conveyed through a storm pipe network to the northwest of the site 
eventually outfalling into Bradley Lake.  
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The wooded area is densely covered in various types of vegetation. Rainfall over this area does not produce the 
same concentration of runoff as the developed areas due to abstractions in the hydrologic process as a result of 
the foliage. Stormwater is managed much closer to the initial source of rainfall by collecting, ponding, and 
infiltrating into the existing soils. Runoff that does collect and sheet flow down the slopes of the wooded area is 
collected in a delineated wetland near the south-central end of the project area where it ponds. Other runoff 
collects at the edge of the maintenance yard.  



PROPOSED SITE CONDITIONS 



The Parking Expansion project proposes to construct 687 parking stalls, 5.5-scres of circulation roads, pedestrian 
walkways, stormwater planters, and site lighting. The site will be mass graded to provide moderate slopes for the 
parking and roadways, and generally it will follow the existing grades by gradually rising to the east to the extent 
of construction limits. The surface parking lot will be split into various drive aisles delineating the stalls with 
landscape or walkways breaking up the rows of parking. Underground stormwater detention chambers will be 
used in conjunction with water quality swales to manage all new runoff generated as a result of the project.  



The proposed project will result in 6.81-acres of impervious surfaces and 2.75-acres of pervious surfaces.  



PROPOSED SITE HYDROLOGY 



The paved surfaces and other hardscapes will result in a greater quantity and concentration of stormwater runoff. 
The site will be graded to convey runoff into water quality planters, swales, and bioretention areas to treat and 
filter runoff from pollutants. Infiltration within these planters will occur at locations explored by a Geotechnical 
investigation that identified soils suited for it. Overflow inlets and perforated underdrain pipes will convey treated 
stormwater through storm pipe network into underground chambers. The chambers will have open-bottoms and 
gravel layers along the exterior to infiltrate stormwater slowly into the subgrade. All new runoff generated is to be 
managed on-site with emergency overflows towards Bradley Lake.  



APPLICABLE SEPA ENVIRONMENTAL ELEMENTS 



Earth: 



The Parking Expansion will occur in the east-central portion of the existing business park roughly 9.56-acres in 
size, which consists of a gravel maintenance yard area adjacent to the eastern building face and extends into an 
undeveloped wood area in the slopes extending away to the east. The maintenance yard is previously graded and 
relatively flat with increasing slopes stretching into the wooded area up to match an existing circulation road. The 
wooded area varies in steepness of slopes, but generally extends to the east with a few areas defined by flatter 
reliefs and ridges. 



The wooded area slopes to the east ranging from more mild slopes at 4-6%, averages roughly 15%, and at its 
steepest is 50% (2:1). The continuous tree cover and understory of plants has helped stabilize the surfaces as the 
root networks hold the slopes together.  



The project will require mass grading to occur in order uniformly level the existing slopes to more mild slopes for 
driving and parking surfaces. As a result, large volumes of cut and fill are anticipated. The total estimated volume 
of cut material is 38,781 CY, and the total estimated volume of fill material is 4,281 CY. A geotechnical engineer 
will determine if cut material is suitable to be reused as general borrow fill materials, and it will otherwise be 
hauled offsite to an approved location and structural fill will be imported.  
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Geotechnical investigation borings indicate that surface deposits consist of medium dense silty sand with variable 
gravel content. Cobbles were observed in some test pits. Silty sand was encountered in areas tested for 
infiltration. Deeper test pits down to 26.5-feet below ground surface encountered dense to very dense silty sand 
with gravel.  



There are no observed fill locations as the graded portions of the site were cut and levelled, and the undeveloped 
wooded areas have been undeveloped.  



Erosion and construction stormwater pollution are always concerns when earthwork occurs. Temporary erosion 
and sediment control practices will be designed and implemented throughout the construction sequence to 
preserve soil stability and integrity while also limiting or preventing any off-site stormwater pollution as a result. 
Any temporary or permanent cut or fill slope will be done under recommendation of the geotechnical engineers, 
and final site stabilization practices will be implemented.  



AIR 



There is a potential for air quality impacts during the construction process of the site with primary concerns 
regarding dust. Dust control practices such as watering, tarping, or covering exposed and stockpiled areas will 
occur as specified in the construction stormwater prevention plan.  



WATER 



There are no bodies of water directly near the proposed construction limits. All stormwater shall be managed on-
site by proposed stormwater facilities, detained in underground storm chambers, and infiltrated into the 
subgrade. An emergency overflow outlet is designed but is anticipated to be used only in storm events exceeding 
the 100-year event. Groundwater is not anticipated to be impacted as all stormwater will be treated and filtered 
through water soils mixes approved by the Washington State Department of Ecology prior to infiltrating into the 
subgrade, which will leave several feet of separation from the groundwater table.  



PLANTS 



The undeveloped, wooded area in the eastern portion of the project site is densely covered in various cedar and 
fir trees, shrubs, and thickets of blackberry vines. A wetland area has been delineated in the south-central portion 
of the site, and no construction activities will occur in the associated buffer or wetlands as a result.  



Roughly 7.56-acres of land will be cleared and grubbed as a result of the proposed construction activities while 2-
acres of the wooded area will remain undisturbed.  



The site will have a landscape plan prepared with various trees, shrubs, and grasses specified. Stormwater quality 
areas will have compatible grasses, sedges, and shrubs planted. A landscape feature will surround a bioretention 
pond in the center of the project. 



Further details are outlined in the landscape plans.  



TRANSPORTATION 



The project proposed is an expansion within an existing private business and office complex with existing road 
circulation. The site will have no direct impact on adjacent public roadways. The project is a surface parking lot 
expansion, which plans to build 687 stalls composed of ADA, standard, and compact stalls. A series of drive aisles 
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and connecting roads will connect the surface parking lot with existing roads within the office park. Pedestrian 
walkways as well as illumination will be throughout the site.  
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BSP site plan (P-19-0096) shows new parking lot area filling in the wetland.
