The Puyallup School District is requesting that the South Hill Support Campus Conditional Use Permit be vested for the code maximum of six years. The District is dedicated to the completion of the project as outlined in the conditional use permit but due to funding constraints of failed capital levy measures the project will require a phased approach. The first phase will include purchasing and fencing the property as well as permitting and constructing a stormwater overflow line that will allow for the property south of the project to be developed and overflow their stormwater infiltration system to the existing stormwater infiltration pond located north of the project. The second phase of work would permit and construct the full site improvements as shown in the conditional use permit documents. This phase of work will require funding from a future levy or bond initiative, resulting in construction starting a minimum of two years from the CUP approval.
