	prepared, directly related to this proposal: The Puyallup 2044 Comprehensive Plan EIS evaluated the City's preferred growth, including the addition of middle housing units throughout the city's residential zones.

	10. List any government approvals or permits that will be needed for your proposal, if known: Planning Commission recommendation and City Council approval.
	project description: The City of Puyallup is proposing to amend Title 20 - Zoning to address middle housing legislation HB 1110/RCW 36.70A.635. Proposed chapters for amendment include PMC 20.15 Definitions, 20.20 RS Single Family Residential Zones, and 20.21 Cottage Housing.
	permit applications related to this checklist: This is a non-project action that affects city-wide regulations.
	Project Description: 
	noise?: Middle housing is expected to have impacts similar to other residential uses. Potential effects include minor temporary increases in noise, air emissions, and water discharge during construction. Long-term, discharges to water and emissions to air would remain at typical residential levels, with no significant increase in hazardous substance use or storage. Operational noise would be consistent with normal residential activity.
	Proposed measures to avoid or reduce such increases are: None proposed.
	How would the proposal be likely to affect plants, animals, fish, or marine life?: The proposal is a regulatory amendment affecting urban areas already designated for residential housing. It would not directly disturb land or habitat. Future development under this code would typically occur on previously developed sites and remain subject to existing critical area and stormwater regulations, resulting in negligible impacts to plants, animals, fish, or marine life.
	Proposed measures to protect or conserve plants, animals, fish, or marine life are: None proposed.
	How would the proposal be likely to deplete energy or natural resources?: The proposal is regulatory and would not directly consume energy or resources. Future middle housing development may increase overall energy and water demand due to additional housing units; however, impacts are expected to be comparable to other residential housing of similar density. State and local building codes requiring energy efficiency and water conservation would continue to apply.
	Proposed measures to protect or conserve energy and natural resources are: None proposed.
	cultural sites, wetlands, floodplains, or prime farmlands?: The proposal is a regulatory amendment and does not authorize construction or site disturbance. It applies to urban areas already designated for residential uses and does not change existing protections for environmentally sensitive areas. Future middle housing development would remain subject to all local, state, and federal regulations governing wetlands, floodplains, critical habitats, historic or cultural resources, and other protected areas. Therefore, no direct impacts are anticipated.
	Proposed measures to protect such resources or to avoid or reduce impacts are: None proposed.
	would allow or encourage land or shoreline uses incompatible with existing plans?: The proposal would not alter existing land use or shoreline designations. It allows middle housing only in areas already permitting residential development, consistent with existing comprehensive plan and zoning designations. It does not enable new shoreline uses or uses incompatible with adopted plans.
	Proposed measures to avoid or reduce shoreline and land use impacts are: None proposed.
	services and utilities?: The proposal may incrementally increase demand on transportation, utilities, and public services due to the development of additional housing units. However, impacts are expected to be similar to other housing uses allowed in the same zones. Existing infrastructure planning, concurrency requirements, and utility regulations would continue to apply.
	Proposed measures to reduce or respond to such demand(s) are: None proposed.
